Full recharge will be completed in < 20hrs The battery must be recharged within 6 months of full discharge. 
When the rated operational time is no longer reached after a full recharge, the battery must be replaced.



The terminal cover provides access for battery disconnection and replacement. It is secured in place with a single screw from the back 
of the unit, remove this screw to gain access.
The total length of cables used to connect between the LED driver, LED module and FXR04DL must not exceed 1.0m.
